Why are we changing the conference rates? 
The value of attendance for suppliers lies in the networking opportunities available with planners alongside the educational benefits. We have received feedback that we need to attract more planners and the price is the principle barrier for planners to attend, therefore we’ve tried to satisfy everyone’s needs and re-balanced the pricing accordingly. The price for suppliers has increased marginally in consultation with the EMEA Advisory Council and a sample of the members who gave positive feedback of the prices. Prices for planners have dropped. The prices have remained static for the last 4 years but the average between suppliers and planners is still the same.
